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Average reading speed for col-

lege graduates and U.S. business
executives is about 260 words a
minute. By conscious effort Mr.
Wade hiked his speed to 450 words
a minute in a few weeks. Present-

ly he was reading 800, 1,200, and
then 2.200 word a minute. At

cruising speed he could swisn
through a e volume in one
hour. When last heard from, Mr.
Wade had pushpd his reading
speed to the d

mark and was at the point of
going into orbit.

But does he understand what
lie reads?
