SALEM (AP)-T- he House High
ways Committee Tuesday ordered
the state motor vehicle adminis

trator, Vern L. Hill, to study
whether auto license plates should
be made al the state penitentiary

The plates now arc made by a
Portland firm. The committee
also asked Hill to sludy license

plate costs in other states.
Eugene Laird, Salem attorney

who represents the Minnesota

Mining & Manufacturing Co., told

.the committee it should adopt re-

flcctorized license plates. The!
firm makes the rcflcctorizing ma-

terial.
Laird said the rcflcctorized

plates make cars more visible at
night and reduce rear-en- colli-

sions.
Hill replied that studies on the

subject are not yet complete.
Committee discussion indicated

lhat rcflectorizcd plates would
cost $1 more than regular plates.

Hill's office is preparing plans
for plates that would not have to

renewed each year. The com-

mittee soon will discuss the plan.
