EnGineerine has been known as
profession to a greater or lesser

degree for over a thousand years,
but only comparatively recently
has it become prominent.

Julius Caesar performed some

great engineering works in build-

ing the Roman highways, bridges,
and aqueducts. Some of these are
still in evidence today. Leonardo
da Vinci, best known as a great
artist and painter of the "Last
Supper," designed many engineer-- .

Research Associates,
profit corporation organized by
the advisers of the Science, En-

gineering, and New Technologies

knowledge with industrial applica
tion.

The three types of research re
quired are basic, applied, and de-

velopmental. The latter two types
are specifically adaptable to Ore-

gon Tech's type of educational

program and the qualifications ofl
its instructional personnel. When
research is conducted without any
specific goal of applying the re-
sults to a particular problem It

is basic research." When it is
concerned with a particular prob
lem It is applied research. De
velopmental has to do with ac-

tual construction. The Air Force
is requesting basic research in

propulsion, materials, electronics,
geophysics, and aer-

omechanics, and applied research
in nuclear warfare, nuclear occu-

pations, flight vehicle power, and
electronics techniques for aero-

space environment.

One research project currently
being considered is a

simulator. The model,
presently in the dreaming stage,
might consist of a large hell-- ,

shaped container about 150 ft.

high and 200 ft. wide at the base
inside of which many conditions
characteristic u. uu.c.

time went on, accompanied by
technological development, civil

engineers began delving into spe-
cialized branches of engineering.
In the latter part of the 19th

century engineering began to
break up into several branches.
First among these were electri-
cal and mechanical engineering.

Later came the chemical engi-

neers and then the sanitary, agri-

cultural, aeronautical and several
other highly specialized branches
of engineering.

Engineering is not just another
job. It is not just a vocation or
trade or occupation. In other
words it is not just a means to
a livelihood. Engineering is a pro-
fession. As a professional man
the engineer is on the same level
as other professional men, such
as the medical man, the lawyer
or the clergyman. And as other

professional men he also has an

obligation to society.
He must be a man of integrity.

He must work not only in view
of his salary but with a pride in
the work that he is doing. Society
has entrusted him with a piece of1

engineering work which he is
bound by the ethics of his pro-
fession to faithfully discharge.

The profession as a group has
done much to protect the public
from fraudulent and incompetent
practice. The present profession
al engineer licensing law in Ore

gon is largely due to work on the

part of members of the Profes
sional Engineers of Oregon. The

engineering schools are doing
much to instill in engineering stu
dents doctrines of engineering
as a profession.

In total number of years spent'

studying the engineer's training
is comparable to that of other

professional men. During the last
three or four years, however, he
has a substantial income. Four
years of training in a college of

engineering leading to a bachelor,
of science degree is the first re-

quirement. To qualify for a pro
fessional license the engineer
must have three or four years
experience in the field, depend
ing on the requuements of his

state, usually under a licensed

engineer, and he must pass the
examination.

There are at present only four
main branches of engineering

civil, mechanical, electrical and
chemical. The more specialized
branches, such as sanitary or
aeronautical engineering, use one
of these r courses as a
base and additional work is neces

sary to qualify for them.

An engineering graduate is not
in any sense a finished engineer.
He merely has the foundation in

engineering subjects. He has much
more to learn in practice. In fact,
he never will learn it all. The

longer he works the more he
realizes how limited his knowledge

lis.

The modern engineering curri-
culum is set up identically for
all branches the first year. A;

small amount of branching out
occurs in the sophomore year, but
