Brahms Disk

Impressive
NEW YORK (UPII After

you ve heard a recording of
Brahms' "A German Requiem"
conducted by Otto Klemperer you
may well have the feeling you've
reiUy heard this muchly per
formed work for the first time,
and it will surprise you that also
current is a recording of Klemp
crer conducting Kurt Weill and
the waltz king, Johann Strauss,
Jr.

But almut the Brahms: Klemp
erer's effort was not to make it
sound as impressive as possible,
as many conductors do, but to
make it as effective as he could.
This involved maintaining the

very long Brahmsian sentences
by being discreet with their punc
tuation. lou realize Brahms was
awed by death but after due mu
sical deliberations lound it pos
sible to view it with some opti
mism.

The work becomes one of ten

dcrly soulful beauties rather than
one of heavy Germanic sorrow,

Klemperer was helped a great
deal by having singers of the

quality of Elisabeth Schwarzkopf
and Dietrich Fischer-Dieska- u as
his soloists. The orchestra was the

Bilk is a Somerset boy, from
the village of Pensford. Today
he's known throughout England
as a jazz clarinetist and through
out the rest of the world as a
sweet clarinetist whose bit; reo
ord. "Stranger on the Shore.'
made him one of the biggest
sclluig instrumentalists on the rec-
ord scene.

"Acker" is Bilk's nickname.
His real name is Bernard but.
throughout Somerset. Acker and

'
Ack are common nicknames. Bilk

says that Ack is roughly equiva
lent to "pal" and that Acker is
more like "buddy." He w js Acker
as a boy and Acker he has re-

mained, except for his wartime
service in Egypt.

"In Egyptian," Bilk says, "the
word 'acker' means money. So
I reverted to Bernard for the
duration."

H was in Egypt that he de-

cided on music as his life's work.
He had been a jazz bug as a kid.

listening to what few Benny Good-

man records reached Pensford
and teaching himself to play the
clarinet.
