Video has run the gamut of
heroes from cowboys to doctors
and lawyers and detectives.

Ecven insurance adjusters, fire
men and rodeo riders have been
immortalized on television. But
until now the poor, downtrodden

pedagogue has been played only
lor laughs on tlie idiot tube in
such as "Our Miss Brooks" and
"Mister Peepers."

Now, at last, the teacher comes
into his own on "Mister Novak."

Suitably, it seems, the title role
will be played by a Yale grad-
uate named Jim Franciscus. a
handsome and youthful actor who
boars a noticeable resemblance to
Dick Chamberlain of "Dr.

Franciscus brings to his role a
zeal to lift the nation's teachers
out o( their rut as social and
economic inferiors, if. indeed,
they have fallen to such low
estate.

"It's true." says Franciscus.
"Teachers are looked down on in
most communities and discrimin-
ated against. I feel this new show
will do (or the teachers what tel-

evision has done (or doctor and
lawyer heroes.

We also have something to say
for In our shows they
are depicted as young adults, not
as delinquents or goofy kids."

Franciscus is beginning to sound
like a teacher already.

leaolier. and to be sure he doesn't
