measure itself, Their point is well
taken but since education s ap-
proximately 60 per cent of the
general fund budget of more than
400 million dollars, it Is the big
issue whether they like it or not,

The committee for a ‘“‘yes"
vole on the measure [ind
themselves in the same predica-
ment as did the backers of the
referral a [ow weeks ago when
time was shorl and the signa-
tures had to be obtained. vall-

will bocome so concerned about
what might happen if the meas-
ure is voted down that they will
vole 1o accept it.
it 15 the hope of the opponents
of the measure that the taxpay-
ers will recall the record of the
arguing back and lorth between
the House and the Senate over
the tax bill that finally emerged
{rom a conference committee, The
recent publicity given to the cost
of the session—the longest and
most exponsive in  history—will
do little to help pass the tax
measure, The disapproval of the
emergency board of the action by
Hurold Phillippe, assistant Sec-
retary of Slale, In lelting re-
panlers see how much the ses-
sion cost, was ill advised, for
such information is available to
the public, and rightly so, To
condemn the publicity only setves
the purpose of getting more pub-
licity. In raising their salaries
from what admitledly wis too
little to what many feel is two
high, the legislators again have
asked for trouble.

The legislstive record, then,
emerges as an ohstacle in the
path of those who do rally to
support the lax messure. It may
be that a rejection of the (ax
measure by the voters would be
more of a rejection of the legis-
lators themselves rather than a
rejection of the merits of cduca-
tion, welfare or any other state
sorvices,

At the moment, the only thing
certain about the vote on Ocl.
15 is the uncortainty of it, While
voters: historically have rejected
tax measures that have been the
subject of the relerendum, this
Is the first time that the situa-
tion has developed as it has this
year, The stale Is now spending
money—and has been since July
I—that was allotted by the legis-
lature In anticipation of the 60
million dollars in additional rev
enue the new tax measure s
U to produce. The measure
itsell §s retroactive o Jun. I
1063, and if it Is upheld at the
polls, taxpayers will be paying
it April 1, 1964, If it is rejected,
then the entire planning of the
Ways and Means Committes dur
ing the lust session will be nule
lified.
