Damp basements can be caused
by elther condensstion or seep-
age, Don't be too quick to think
that water is leaking in from the
outside when it may only be hu-
mid alr condensing on the walls,

Curs for this siluation s to
eliminate as much of the mols-
ture from (he alr as possible,
Vent clothes dryer to the outside,
Make cerlain that you are getting

‘rid of steam from cooking and

ghowers, Use a dehumidifier if
necessary. Wrap plpes with in-

sitlating lape so thal waler will

not condense and drip on the floor.

Water from the outside is a
more complicated problem, but
ong that Is golting casler to solve
thanks to modern materials,

The fault may not be that of a
poor foundation but of a poor
drainage system around the house,
While there is much you can dao
In the way of patehing and cover-
ing Lo prevent waler {rom enler-
ing, make cerlain that you are
keeping water away {rom the
house Lo begin with,

Gutlers and downspouts should
be in good condition so that wa:
ter 1s properly drained away [rom

in the ground around your house,
these can cause a bulld-up of
ground water, Fill low spots with
dirt, In extremely bad cases you
may have to regrade your lob s0
that water runs away from' the
house.
