"nuclear doom" on the cover of
the Bulletin of the Atomic Scion
lists has been moved back
for the second time in 17 years
in recognition of the nuclear test
ban agreement.

In January, 1960. the clock on
the magazine cover moved back
from two minutes to midnight to
seven minulcs until midnight
This, the magazine said, was be-

cause the public and government.
leaders had begun to recognize
the "revolutionary consequences"
of nuclear warfare.

The cover clock first appeared
on the Bulletin in June. 1947, a

year and a half after its found

ing. The first clock had its hands
sel at eight minutes until mid-

night.
The hands ef the clock were

moved forward to three minutes
until midnight in October, 1949.

after the Soviet Union exploded
its first alnm bomb. The hands
were moved forward lo two min
utes until midnight in September,
1953, after the United States and
Russia bolh tested hydrogen
bombs.

Dr. Eugene Rabinowitch, editor
of the Bulletin, said the clock is
"intended to reflect basic
changes in the level of continu-
ous danger in which mankind
lives in the nuclear age. and will

continue living, until society ad

justs its basic attitudes and insti
