woods is good. The meat gets
cold and a glare forms over it.

If pack animals are impracti
cal, cut tlic deer in quarters and
drop each quarter into an individ
ual clean cloth hag. Strap your
load on the pack board for carry-
ing out of Ihc woods.

Immediately upon reaching
your destination, hang meat in a
cool, dry place. The cold storage
locker is ideal, but lots of good
venison has also been cared for
in garages and woodsheds.

For F.astern Oregon conditions,
if you can't get the deer back lo
camp and skinned immediately
field dress and skin the deer in
tlic field. Hanging the deer in a
tree is preferred, but, if this is
not possible, remove the hide
while the deer is lying on the
ground.

Use the skin and meat sinks
lo keep moat clean while skin

ning. After Ihc hide is off, quar
ter the carcass and put the pieces
m individual meat sacks. Pack
back to camp and hang it up al
once.

If it Is not practical to carry
the meat back to camp righl
away, hang It in a tree or lav il

upon poles or rocks to allow air
to circuliile around the meal,
speeding up the cooling process.

It is alas best to let meal
hang and thoroughly cool belore
moving it. When tlic meat gets
a glaze over it. handling is easier
and meat can be kept much
cleaner.

Deer eventually will cool when

hung with the hide on. In some

cases, deer are downed in cir-

cumstances which makes skinning
impractical, hut even then cool
(lie animal as quickly as possible
in order to keep the meat at its

best, says the specialist.
Care should also be taken to

keep tlie meat cool on (lie way
home. l.andforce stresses. A car
rier or rack on the car top will

alloy cooling air In circulate
around the meat. Never carry
venison in a tightly closed car
trunk or on the hood ol a car
whore engine heal is transferred
to the meat.

Fresh, flavorful venison for the
table starts with careful treat-
ment of the meat in the field, ad-

vises Andrew Landforcc, Oregon
Stale University extension wild-

life management specialist.

Keep deer meat at its liesl by
cooling It quickly the quicker the

better, Landforcc says, lie urges
that the deer he skinned as soon
as possible.

It's ideal wiicn deer can be
field dressed and immcdialely
taken to camp, home or the cold

storage locker to lie skinned, he
noted. I'robablv the cleanest meat
from the woods is handled this

way.
However, this isn't always pus

sible and lindforce offers t h e

following suggestions for care of

deer that can't be taken back

right away.
In Western Oregon, unless the

deer is moved easily from the

field, dress it, hang it in a tree
and skin it at once. Split the car-

cass in half and leave the last
neck vertebrae connect lo help
balance the halves while hang-

ing.
Preferably let hang until the

meat is no longer sticky. Dry
meal is easier to keep clean.
