day ehjoining local voting officials
from discriminatory practices.

Negro leaders said the demon
strations at Selma, which have
resulted in the arrest of hundreds
of Negroes in recent weeks,

ably would end 'because Negroes
have achieved their objective.

But at Birm-

ingham the situation remained
tense. Dr. Martin Luther King
announced plans Thursday to re-

turn to the steel center to begin
mobilization of the Negro com-

munity for possible new
marches.

City officials have threatened to
arrest King if he begins a cam-

paign such as the one which

brought scores of arrests in dem

onstrations broken up by police
dogs and fire hoses last spring.

'I want to tell President Ken
nedy here that if he wants Re
publican support on this wheat
matter, let's ask what we can get
which will relieve tensions around
the world," t h e senator said

'Since the end of World War
II," he said, "we've spent billions
of dollars beefing up our security
so that Khrushchev couldn't bury

Frontier has offered to pick up

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VATICAN CITV (UPI
Cardinal Spellman of New York
today led a strong attack by con-

servative fathers at the Ecumeni-
cal Council on a proposal to au-

thorize a new ordained order of
married deacons in the Catholic
Church.

In his first speech at this ses-
sion of the council, Spellman ob

jected vigorously to a section of
the draft oocument on the church
now under debate which would re
store the New Testament order of
deacons as a permanent rank in
the hierarchy, below priests.

The text of the document as it
now stands would leave it up to

regional church authorities to per.
mit deacons to be married rather
than observe the celibacy re- -

required by priests.
Would Help Shortage

Proponents have contended that
this change would help the church
overcome its acute clergy short-
age in Latin America and in mis
sion areas of Asia and Africa.

spellman warned that many
"practical difficulties" would be
created by such a move. He ex-

pressed fear that the ultimate ef
feet would be to reduce the num
ber of priests because some men
would settle for deacon status and
a wife rather than celibate priest-
hood.

Spellman also asserted that the

'rowing number of dedicated
laymen" in the Catholic Church
left no need for such an order as
a perpetual deaconate.

The New York archbishop ac

knowledged that the order of dca
cons existed in the early church
and is mentioned in the New

Testament, but he said that be-

fore reviving the order council
