Lloyd Low Dies In Yuma

Enrollment in county elemen-
lary and high schogls was up 200
students Sept, 30 over the same
date lasl vear

These and other enroliment fig.
ures were reparted Wednesday
hy the Klamath County Schonl Dis-
trict

Aceording (o the
Sept. a0, there were 6,519 stu-
dents enrolled in county elemen-
tary and high schools, compared
to 6321 on Sept. 30, 192 On
sepl. 30, 1061, 6,563 students were
enrolled

The increase in studenls was
distributed throughout the school
system and no school showed a
startling jump,

Elementary school (grades one-
eight) enrollment rose from 5,288|
Sepl. 40, 1942, to 5422 Sept 30 of
this year while high school en-
rollment Inereased from 1,032 to
1,007,

Of the 24 schools reporting fig-
ures, seven showed small de-
creases in enrollment (his year.
The largesl of these decreases
was 49 students—from 486 Lo 437—
at Stearns School.

Mr. Low was a native of Klam-
ath Counly, born Aug. 4, 1858, on
the old Howard Van Valkenburg
place on the Keno Highway. The
home still stands, He was the
son of Charles C. and Lena (La-
venberg) Low, both born in Ore
gon, who pioneered in this part
of the state. His father, a native
of Jacksonville, also served as a
sheriff in this county

Lloyd Low first ran for sherlll
in 1921 aller an honorable dis
charge 0Oc¢t. 27, 119, {rom the
Army. He served in World War
I as a first sergeant overscas
with the 302nd Division, Remount
Squad Cavalry including the

Army of Occupation in Germany |_

at the end of the war.

He served In the sherill’s of
fice for 24 years, earning state-
wide recognition for courage, un-
daunted approach to difficult duty
and earnest devotion to his re-
sponsibilities. Mr. Low retired
in 1948,

He was married Aug, 6, 1926, in
Portland to Laura Frances Clark.
