WASHINGTON (UPD-Presl- -knt

Kennedy said today the
new round of trade negotiations
scheduled (or next spring could
lead to Iree world trade expan-
sion "in all products and in all
directions."

He gave his rosy assessment
of the outlook for the

"Kennedy round" of nego-

tiations In the seventh annual
report to Congress on the trade
agreements program.

The report covers trade and
tariff developments In 1962. In
a letter transmitting the report,
Kennedy said the United States
would "continue to press for re-

moval of all restrictions tliat
hinder our exports."

"It will also continue to fol-

low a national policy of
in the use of restric-

tions and of confidence in the in-

tentions of our trading partners
to do the same." tlie President
added.

Kennedy said forthcoming ne-

gotiations could help deal with

the prohlem of "agricultural
protectionism and the dilemma
of hunger and glut. They ran
turn trade into a more effec-

tive tool of economic growth for

the developing nations."
During the period covered by

the report, Kennedy said:
Free world trade continued

to expand with exports climbing
to a record $124 billion with
United States exports reaching
a new high of $20.9 billion
$4-- billion more than its im-

ports.
There was a furtlicr fieeins

of trade in agriculture, helping
U. S. farm exports to hold their
own at the $3 billion mark.

The needs of the less de-

veloped countries in Ihcir trade
relations received more atten-

tion than ever before.
The report listed barriers to

U. S. trade that were eliminated
or reduced in 1!Xi2. It alsa noled

import controls remain in many
countries, "altlinugli U. S. pro-

ducts have greater access to

world markets today than at

any other lime since World War

II."
"Every nation maintaining old

barriers or imposing new ones

has a reason lor doing so. but
all nations, including our own,
will benefit more from the ex-

pansion of trade than from re-

strictions that curtail trade,"
Kennedy said in his letter.

been arrested by government
security agents.

Saturday tlie agency said po-

lice had rounded up 17 student
leaders for distributing propa-
ganda leaflets attacking the
Nro family rcginio and calling
for a general student strike.

"lloang had been chosen by
the Viet Cong's

special zone "commltteo
to direct a subversive move-

ment among science students
since early last school year. He
was ordered In set up tile stu-

dents league a month ago," I he
