The preliminary hearing for
Isabel Rodriguez and his broth-

er, Thomas, both charged
with the first degree murder
of Richard "Rudy" Rodriguez,

itinerant potato har-

vest worker, was continued un-

til next Monday, it developed
Wednesday in district court.

The hearing opened in court
Tuesday and was to have re-

sumed the following morning,
but the county's two circuit
courts required the services of
both court reporters for the
remainder of the week.

The Rodriguez brothers are
accused of the pistol slaying of
Richard Rodriguez, no relation,
during a shooting that occurred
in an automobile near Merrill,
early Wednesday morning.

pants of the vehicle at the time
of the shooting. Isabel has ad-

mitted to the slaying and both
he and his brother told of dis-

posing of the body.
