Defendant Takes Stand
In Murder Trial Here

John Wesley Dean, accused
of murdering his brother last |
July, took the stand on his own
behall today and told jurors
that he didn't remember the in-
cident because he was Intoxi-
cated.

Dean was the first witness for
the defense aller the prosecu-
tion - concluded its case. This
morning.  the | prosecution’s
main witness, Angus Newlon,
lestified that he saw the Dean
brothers sceuifling  outside a
Filth Street house and that Ha-
gan Deap fell to the street alt-
er the fight.

Dean is accused of second-
degree murder. Hagun died {ive
days after the fight of a kaile
wound in his lower neck.

John Dean sald be had been
alraid of his brother, who, he
sald, had beaten him on sever-
al otcasions.

The delense contends John
Dean struck his brother in sell-
delense.

Dean said he had been drink-
ing throughoul thal day, July 8
and had gone shopping with his
brother. He said he remem-
bered Hagan beginning to take
a shower in the house at 504':
Filth Street, and *That's (he
last thing I remember until 1
was in the police station.”

Newton, however, who lives
across Plum Streel from that
houge sald he wus awakened |
by the shouts of a man in the
streel, He said the man was
shouting o the Dean house
and then wandered away, Laler,
Newton said, he was again dis-
turbed by shouting and looked
oul to see the man again "hol.
lering.”

He sald a larger man, whom
he identified as John D e an,
came oul of the house and the
men pushed at each other for
a while. He sald he could not |
hear what was heing said

Finally, he said, John Dean
turned away and walked hek
in the house and the other man,
Hagan Dean, slagzered arvund
and fell down, Newton told the
Jury of nine women and three
men that he could see blood on
the man's shirt so he called po-
lice,
