fused to line up formally with
the Soviet Union against Com-

munist China, but apparently
runs no risk of losing Soviet
aid, diplomatic sources said to-

day.
Soviet Premier Nikila S.

Khrushchev, however, was re-

ported to have decided against
leaving Castro in charge of
Communist plans for penetrat-
ing Latin America, the sources
said.

According to diplomatic dis

patches reaching here, Castro,
who pledged full support last
summer to the Soviet attacks
on Peking, refused to make a
formal declaration of support
more recently when Moscow be-

gan lining up the world's Com-

munist parties to be counted.
A summit conference of the

parties supporting the Moscow
line is reported under prepara-
tion in Moscow. These talks
during next month's celebra-
tions of the Russian revolution

anniversary could begin t h e
process that leads to China's

expulsion from the Moscow-le- d

bloc.

There are a
number of reasons, but the
major one is that you've got
to find it before you can wipe
it out. And with tuberculosis, of
all diseases, that's the hardest
thing to do.

Thirty to forty million people
are blithely circulating in this
country right now, some of
them doubtless without a care
in their heads but all of them
with tuberculosis germs in their
bodies. Most of these infections
are inactive and uill never
cause any trouble. But on the
basis of experience, it's safe to
predict that about two million
of the infections sooner or later
will develop into active disease
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unless first detected and treat-

ed.

How to detect them?

One reliable method is the

tuberculin "test a quick, easy
procedure that shows whether
the tuberculosis germ is in the

body. A positive reaction is the J

signal to run, not walk, right
back to your doctor's office for
a chest which shows
has done any damage to the
whether the tuberculosis germ
lungs.

Because nobody can be cer-

tain that he is free of tuber-
culosis germs, periodic tubercu-
lin tests are necessary. For peo-

ple 45 or older, many doctors
recommend a periodic chest

WASHINGTON (UPI - Sen.

Barry Goldwater, spon-
sored legislation Wednesday to
give homeowners a tax reduc-
tion of up to $100 a year for
the support of local grade and

high schools.
The two-pa- bill,

by four other Repub-

licans, also would grant tax de-

ductions up to $2,000 a year for

parents of college students.
The measure is similar to one

offered by Goldwater as a sub-

stitute proposal for an aid to
education bill in 1961. It got
only 10 Senate votes then.

Treasury officials, who oppose
tax write-off- s for education ex-

penses, have estimated that a
plan similar to Goldwater's pro-

posal would cost in excess of

$3 billion.
Under the proposal, a person

could subtract from his federal
income lax bill a maximum of
$100, representing local real es-

tate taxes paid by a homeown-
er which are used for support
of schools.

The consumer price index re-

mained ab the August figure of

107.1, the Labor Department
said, meaning that it cost $10.71

to buy the same goods and serv-- '
ices that could be purchased for

riod.

However, Arnold Chase, as-

sistant commissioner of the
Bureau of Labor Statistics, said
the September index was nine

tenths of one per cent higher
than the year-ag- o level.

Food costs last month showed
a drop fronj August. A market
basket of food that cost $10.(50

in August could be purchased
for $10.54, in September, Chase
said.

Transportation costs dropped
four tenths of one per cent in

September, largely because of
lower prices for gasoline and
new cars. But residential rents,
fuel prices, housing upkeep, and
textile house furnishing all
moved up.

Clothing prices climbed eight
tenths of one per cent during
the month. 'but were only
slightly higher than last year.
The cost of services continued
to increase and was 1.9 per cent

higher than a year ago.
The food pne; drop wis six

- tenths of one per cent. This was

largely because of seasonally
lower prices for fresh fruits
and vegetables.

Chase said 102,000 workers
would receive pay increases
based on the increased cost of

living over periods ranging from

three months to one year.
He said 80.000 of these work-

ers would get increases of one
or two cents an hour based on
the national price index while

another 22.000 would receive
hikes based on the indexes of

- New York City. Los Angeles,
and Baltimore.
