The school program is similar
to that of the summer program.
However, in addition to sharing
daily life with the foreign fam-

ily, these students enter the
school life of the host country.
The student may choose to

spend either one school term
or a full school year abroad.

The AFS summer programs
are open in several South and
Central American, European,
Far Eastern and Middle East-
ern countries. The school pro-

grams take place in Europe,
New Zealand and South Ameri-
ca.
