utilizing his tremendous speed
despite his frame.

Drafted from Stanford by the
Denver Broncos, Simons went

through training and three
weeks of tlie AFL counting ac-

tion before he and Denver offi-

cials came to a parting of the
ways.

Simons immediately latched
onto the Edmonton Eskimos
In the Canadian loop.

And immediately he was as-

signed as a linebacker.
And very quickly the differ-

ences in the American game
compared to the Canadian
brand of football were facing
him.

"The biggest thing to get
used to was the wider field they
use.

"Another thing which both-

crcd me was Ihe five backs and
all of them allowed to go in
motion any direction.

"It takes a little time to ad-

just to these differences and
another big problem for me
from the linebacker position
was recognizing the formations
with all those backs."

The former Pelican obviously

adjusted to the differences
quickly and sufficiently to be-

come a No. 1 defensive man for
the Eskimos this year.

Simons was one of two rook-

ies on the Edmonton club which

was in a rebuilding year. The
other was LSU quarterback
Lynn Amadee.
