Williams traced the history,
siructure, goals and methods of
world communism for the real-
tars at a luncheon meeling at
the Winema Holel,
He said the war between the
Uniled States and communism
" is the “'greatest conflict” the

~world has ever known. "There
*are very few guns h\'ol"d.'d in
i he sald,

“The outcomne of the war will
delormine who controls  the
minds of men on this earth”
he said.

He said communism Is out to
control the whole world and the
United States in the “last bas-
tion" of resistance to the Com-
munists.

Captain. Williams, who has
made a private study of com-
munism, said the modermn Com-
munist movement is generally
believed to have started in the
mid-18008 with ¢he writing by
Karl Marx, a German, of the
“Communist Manifesto,"

He said this book Is the bas-
1% for the Communist movement
which advocates \to‘em over-

“None of the ideas are orig-
inal," Willlams sald of the
Communist Manifesto,

Ho said Europe in the mid-
1800s was in a stae of political
and economic turmoil with the
peasants becoming lired of ono
feudal system and “preparing
for revolution," It was into this

in 1847, Williams told
audience, with a meeting in
hundunotﬂncnamuulal

repliced,
showed, with anclent sociely
snd 8 master - slave relation.
ahip, than with the feudal
soclety and a lord - serf ro-
latlonship. The chart shows

capitalism with the bourgeois-

proletarial arrangement as the
pest step and this is where the
world stands today, The Com-
munist plap hows socialism as
the next step with the dictator-
ghip of the proletariat and the
masses, and this, theoretically,
is supposed o be replaced by
“pure’”  communism and the
"classless society’” ar "upotia "

Bul, Willlam noted, present
Communist leaders show no de-
sire to step down and form. 'be
classless sociely,

Modern communism came to
the foreground in 1017 with an
organized revolt of hungry
persons in §t. Petersburg, Rus-
sia.

This profest was then faken
over by Communists, Williams
said, and the royally was ms-
sassinated.

But into this void steppedl a
man known as “Karenski" who
established the first and last
democratic Russian govern.
ment. It was soon toppled oy
Communists led by Lenin, who
came into Russia [from exile,
aided by the German govern
ment which was then at war
with Russia,

Lenin lasted until 1922, when
he died of a heart attack. Wil-
liams said Lenin was Jess con-
cerned with developing Ruwia
than he was i eliminating o
position o himsell during his
brief reign. Alter his death, Sa-
lin and Trotsky battled until Sta-
lin won control and Trolsky was
exiled to Mexico. He was loler

assassinated.

Williams said thot despile ev-
erything, "Stalin was quite a
leader in his own right." The
captain said Stalin concentrated
on developing Russian agricul-
ture and’ indusiry,

Alter Stalin's death in 1053,
another battle raged untl
Khrushehev eventually emerged
as the chief of the government
which he still heads, Williams
sakd Khrushehev has shifted the
inlernal Russian emphasis from
agrictlture and Industry o ed-
ucation and science and some-
what has slowed the spread of |

the nuclear test ban lreaty, O
the mingr treaties, Willlams
said, only about 25 per cent
have been kept.

He sald the Russian attitude
toward trreaties has been ex-
pressed by Lain:

"Promises are like ple crusts
~made o be hroken.”

Soid Williams:

“These are men with whom
we are making treaties.”

The captain said the Hoviets
h::; of thelr weapons, devel
o) prope a "to the ul-
moat,' nn:u:;e every Irfck
known to man in their propa-
ganda war,

He said the Russians plave
the emphasis on immediat: lo-
cal results in their economic
ald s0 an lo get the most o
propaganda value from local

residents of countries through
ot the world. And economic
ald is tied W the training of lo-
tal insurgents, be said.

In military might, Williams
sald, Russla is second only ta
the Upited States. '"Therefore,
she's not going to do anythirg
to us on a large scale.”

He said the Soviet policy of
world domination bow Is one of
the local insurgency and gue-
rills warfare, such as in Cubs,
Laos and Viet Nam. “Piece by
plece, that's the only way they
got "

Willlams sald there has hee)
a recent awakening in the Unit.
ed Slates as to the Lype of lim-
Med, focal warlare being lought
by world communism and that
those U.S. personnel in armed
and forelgn services now are
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being tralned to fight this type
of war,

One of the preatest weapons,
he sald, Is the new palicy of
military and clvillan services
of requiring foreign language
studies, Person - o - person
contact, be sald, Is the best
hope lor combating the Com-
munists world

As a side note, Williams sakd
he will pext month leave for
Korea and that he plans to
study Korean as preparation
for his toir of duty in that

He m&owag«i his audience to
acquaint  themselves with the
history and policies of commu-
