Despite his hectic schedule,
he said he is not particularly
organized. The only thing he is

strict about is dates of forth-

coming appearances.
"I have them plastered all

over tlie house." lie snid. "Of-

ten they take preparation and I

can't afford to let them creep
up on me."

He believes the secret of his

ability to. keep going at such a
fast pace is his attitude.

"The whole tiling is mental."
he said. "I used to let it kind
of grab me, but it doesn't help
to blow up. It's tlie way you
approach it."

To cries that "The Beverly
Hillbillies" (CBS-TV- ) Is in bad
taste, Ebsen answers: "Paul
Henning (the show's originator
and writer! is incapable of bad
taste. The entire cast and crew
were carefully selected to avoid

offending anyone.
"I think the basic comment

on our show is that the
Clampetls are good people,
overlooked by the sophisticated
element in society. They believe
in honesty, thrift, kindness and

friendship.
"But in today's sophisticated

world such virtues as thrift
have become outmoded. I be-

lieve 'The Beverly Hillbillies'

points out some of the things
that m e wrong with this country

and that hurts the critics."
A talk with Ebsen is almost

like having a chat with Jed
Clampelt, the Hillbilly character
he portrays on the show. Ebsen
is relaxed to a fault.
