Prior to the opening of the
1963 general deer season, local

hunters were advised of the

prospects for improved success
in mule deer on the basis of an
improved yearling buck picture.
This optimism was based on

high fawn survival through the

preceding winter, upwards to 25

per cent better than in 1952.

With the cooperation of en-

forcement personnel of the state
police, a total of 343 buck deer
were checked during the sea-

son. The animals are classified
as to number of points and cate-

gorized into the unit or general
summer range of the appropri-
ate winter herds.

It is well recognized that an-

tler development in deer is a

product of the food supply. The
evidence further suggests that
the condition of the animal leav-

ing the winter range is a ma-

jor factor in this antler develop-
ment despite the abundant
food supply of summer ranges.
For example, the incidence of

spike bucks in mule deer from

year to year shows close correl-
ation to the food supply associat-
ed with the severity of the win-

ter.

yearling (16 months) in the kill
is possible only through check- -

possibility most of the time due
to the nature of gathering much
of the kill data. For this reason,
reference is often made to the

d horn classes of deer
as being a useful indicator of
the trend in percentage of year-
lings in the kill, year to year.
In the best years, a number of

yearling bucks might develop
small three point antlers which
would minimize the
horn class. Conversely, a poor
antler development year such as
1962 would result in a signifi-

cant number of older bucks en-

tering the kill as forked horns,
thus inflating the d

horn classes. A number of ques-
tionable forked horn and small
three-poin- t bucks will normally
be checked by dentition to deter-
mine the significance of these
variables.

The experiences of hunters,
their success and the check of
buck deer during the 19S3 sea-

son corroborates the predictions
for an improved season, despite
weather conditions which persist,
ed in favor of the deer rather
than the hunter.

Of the deer checked. 62 per
cent (ell in the spike-foike- horn
class as compared to 53 per
cent in 1962. a year of hi"h inci-

dence of older deer inflating the
forked horn class. This repre-
sents a minimum of a 15 per
cent increase in the "yearling"
take compared to 1962.

If the pattern of preceding
seasons persists, the

in the kill in 1964 coming on

The (lata
yet to be collected regarding
this year s fawn production and
