ing costs rose by a penny er
$10 spent during October lo
reach a new record in spile of
a decline in overall prices for
food, the government reported
Kriday.

A Labor Department spokes-
man said the consumer price in-

dex climbed of one
per cent from September lo
107.2 in October. This meant
that goods and services which
could be purchased (or $10 dur-

ing tlve 1!).)7-5- base period cost
$10.72 during October.

The spokesman said, however,
the increase was "strictly sea-

sonal" and not an omen that a
new inflationary trend was in

the offing.
The index for Octolwr was 1.1

per cent above a year ago, pri-

marily because of a raise of 2.1

per cent in the cost of services.
Kood prices in October

dropped one-ha- of one )er cent
but were offset hy higher prices
for most oilier goods and serv-

ices.

crease in the October index
about 42.000 workers will re-

ceive cost of living wage in-

creases under union contracts.
