flame at tlie head of Kennedy's
grave, two white caskets were

placed beside the slain Presi-
dent.

The Lord's Prayer was said,
and the caskets, sprinkled with
holy water, were lowered into
the grave.

heaven after baptism.

When the ceremony was over
the members of the family lelt
the cemetery immediately. The
gates were patrolled by an ex-

tra guard of military police to
keep the service private.

Salinger said the bodies of
the two children were accom-
panied to Washington aboard the

Kennedy family plane by Sen.
Edward Kennedy.

Patrick Bouvier Kennedy had
been buried at the Kennedy
family plot in Brookline, Mass.

Plans Kept Secret

statement on the move came
from Salinger, who said he was
acting at the request of Mrs.
