SACRAMENTO TPI' --When
the California Board nf Educa-
tion adopted its new and strict-
er teacher licensing require-
ments last spring, many
public school administrators be-
lieved that the action would cre-
ate a spectacular teacher short-

age.
The new regulations, with
heir emphasis on subject mat-

ter, were so much stricter than
the old that administrators
feared they would never find
enough qualified persons to han-

dle the growing student popula-
tion.

To meet the threatened short-- a

s e. most administrators
planned to make greater use of
the "provisional" teaching cre-

dential, a document issued by
tlie state for persons who have
net met the regular credential

license requirements.
But during the past several

months, board members showed
a e ior the provisional cre-

dentials and indicated that tliey
might let the provisional system

lapse when the new regulations
become eflectiv next Jan. 1.

Questions Raised
Board members felt that the

provisional credential, with iis
lower requirements, would ad-

mit too many substandard
teachers into the schools.

Both the California Teachers
Association and the American
Federation of Teachers sitpiwt-e- d

the board. They charged that
some school districts deliberate-

ly hired provisional credential
holders because they could pay
them less than a fully creden-tiale-

teacher.
However, the California Asso-

ciation of School Administrators
continued to challenge both

points of view. At t h e board
meeting in San Francisco last
month, it presented a mass of

statistics to prove mat a teach-

er shortage was imminent.
"We cannot staff our schools

in and possibly or some

years to come unless some ty pe
of provisional, limited or post-

poned credent ialing is main-

tained." the association said.
Board members responded by

extending the provisional cre-

dential system for six months,
until .lime :)0. l'.Ki4. But they
stipulated that this would be the
end: There would be no more
provisionals alter that dale.
