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Higher Fee
Approved
For Nurses

Hildegard Watkins, president
of District No. 8, Oregon Nurs-

es Association, has been ad-

vised of approval of an in-

creased per hour fee for pri-
vate duty nurses.

James B. Hall, president of
the Oregon Nurses Association,
has announced that the asso-

ciation has approved a fee of
S2.66 per hour for an
shift for private duty nurses,
effective Jan. I, 1964.

"Most of us know how much
it means to be able to depend
on a competent private duty
nurse when there is serious
illness in the family," said
Hall, "but the number of pri-
vate duty nurses in Oregon is

steadily declining. Unless their
income is made more attrac-

tive, they will continue to move
into other fields of nursing that
offer better financial induce-
ments."

Hall stated that there were
563 private duty nurses in Ore-

gon in 1960, but the number
had decreased to 404 in J963.

He commented further that the
short supply of registered nurs-

es in many hospitals places ad-

ditional emphasis on the skills
of private duty nurses.

The adjustment in fees, the

first since Dec. 1, 1961, was
based on the increased cost of

living as well as the increase
in rates for other

individuals who have

similar preparation and re-

sponsibility. In common with

other self - employed persons,
private duty nurses hear the

lull cost of social security cov-- e

r a g e. vacations and sick

leave. In addition, the private
duty nurse has no guarantee of

regular employment.
