Klamath was the second high-
est among Orego counties in

the incidence of measles report-
ed, trailing Tillamook Count
which had 82.

Other figure for the state in-

icated that influenza led all

other diseases with 391 cases,
lfollowed by German’ measles,
211 measles, 172 pneumonia,
22 and scarlet fever. 14
