
LONDON (UPI) — Sir Win-

ston Churchill sleep in peace

today in the rolling hills

where he was born 90 years

ago.
Britain swept aside the proto-

col and precedent of centuries

Saturday to pay her last full}

measure of devotion. A majes
tic 63-minute processio moved

throug the streets of London|

where Churchill found his fame.

Quee Elizabeth and the offi-

cial representatives of 11 na-

tions mourned him at a state

funeral in the cathedral church,

of St. Paul, an honor never be-

fore accorded to a British com-

moner.

Then a train carried Church-|

ill& coffin back to his native

Oxfordshire, and in a 10-minute]

commital ‘service he was bur-

ied beside the graves of his

father and mother.
