A reluctant senate yesterday
passed 21 to 7 a measure giv-
ing elective officials, high de-

partment heads and state po-|C

lice salary increases.

The measure was the most
controversial to come before
the senate this session, the dis-
satisfaction with it splitting
across party lines. The objec-
tion to the measure is that in

- drafting it the ways and means|

committee put three pay groups!
into one bill in order to get in-|
creases for a group that might|
not get them if they had to be
voted on separately.

The bill also gives the gov-
ernor -a pay increase on his
base salary, not including ex-
penses, from $21,500 to $23,000
annually; the attorney general
from $16,000 to $18,000; and the
labor commissioner from $16,-
000 to $17,000 a year.

We ordinary taxpayers can't
help wondering a bit about in-
creasing the salaries of elective
officials—especially the salaries
of those that have just got
elected.

When they became candidates|
for the offices they. sought, they
knew what the salaries were,
Knowing what the pay was,
they still ' wanted the offices.

Yet—

Knowing what the salaries
were—

They spent a ot of money
to get nominated. Then they
spent a lot more money to get
elected.

Their story, of course, is that
they spent so much money to
get nominated and efected tha|
they haven't enough left to live|
on in the manner that the jobs
call for. -

To the ordinary taxpayer—

1t seems a little like gilding
the lily to increase NOW the
salaries of the offices that were]
so0 vigorously fought for in the
primary and general elections.

Especially in view of the fact
that the increases, if they are
granted; will come out of the|
taxpayers’ pockets.

After " all, the taxpayer's
viewpoint-is “entitled “to some
consideration.

Budgeteers
Slash Levy
For Schools

Klamath Falls elementary|
school budget committeemen
handed good news to local tax-
payers Wednesday night when
they adopted a 196566 budget
calling for a small cut in tax-
es from the 196465 level.

The budget will spend more|
than 196465, but unexpected
sources of outside revenue|
have reduced the levy below
this year’s level.

The budget committee adopted
a levy for 1965-66 of $920, 797—
$3,277 below the 1964-65 lev;
$924,074. The adopted 1evy |5
well below the initial estimate
of $1,011,201.

The budget calls for general
fund expenditures of $1.401.901,
which is above-both the pro-
posed expenditures of $1,387,-
376 and the 196465 general
fund spending of $1,353,208.

A salary increase for teach-
ers and other personnel isélbe
prime_reason for  the spending
increase.

However, it was revealed that
there will be $53,000 ‘more in
cash carry-over for 1965:66 than
had -been estimated, and re-
ceipts from forest service tim-
ber sales will be up by about
