Green at the game, being as
much a collection of imperfect
human beings as any other na-
tion, America has sometimes
lost its footing at the peak of
power.

Solon Reopens Fight
On Mail Order Guns

WASHINGTON—In the weeks
that followed the assassination
of John Fitzgerald Kennedy,
there arose a national furor
over the ease with which al-
most anyone could purchase a
gun.

Fifteen months have since
elapsed and it is no more diffi-
cult for a madman, a criminal,
or a child, to buy a gun than
it was in November,

More than a dozen hllls have
been introduced in Congress to
curb the sale of deadly weap-
ons. The Senate Judiciary Com.
mittee last year approved leg-
islation sponsored by Connecti-
cut Sen. Tom Dodd to regulate
the sale of mail order, weap-
ons. It then died a quiet death
in the commerce commitiee.
Senator Dodd was outraged;
sayi

Both Everett Dirksen, the
Republican Senate leader, and
Mike - Mansfield, ~the - Demo-
cratic leader, have endorsed

the. Dodd - proposals. Even the .

National. Rifle - Association ~ Is
backing the bill.

Senator Dodd reveals that
more than five million foreign
guns were imported during the
period 1958:1963. The ~foreign
weapons are relatively inexpen-
sive and are often™sold, he
says, to “juveniles, convicted
felons and undesirable adults.”

““Thé_ indiscriminate sale of
thesé firearms has resulted in
accidental tragedies mc]udmg
loss of life and serious injury.”
Senator Dodd continues. “*Addi-
tionally, these firearms have

used " in  the commis-
sion. of serious crimes.”

A large percenfage of those
purchasing mail order guns are
convicted criminals. At least 25
per cent of the District of Col-
umbia buyers, for instance, had
arrest_records ranging up to
and including murder. The five
local police precinets with the
highest crime rates, moreover,
are the same five precincts
with the highest number of
mail order gun deliveries,

In Chicago, at least-a quarter:

of those buying mail.order guns
possess ‘criminal recor
ranging up to homicide. And %

~ per cent of the mail order guns

sold by one large firm have not
been registered with the Chica-

g0 police, as required by law. .

Senator Dodd can boast pow-
erful - support for legislation
curbing the sale of mail order
guns. A Gallup poll published
earlier this month showed that
Americans by-3-1 favor a'law
that would require a police per-
nut belure a_person could buy

And gun owners, by a ‘margin
of 32, agreed.
