Precise proposals that will re-
sult from a year-long manpow-
er study are still largely specu-
Iative. But once-high hopes of|
ending the draft appeared Sat-|
urday to be fading fast.

Military  enlistments have
been dropping since talk of end-
ing.conscription reached a high
pitch in the presidential election
campaign last fall. Recent
draft calls have had to be in-
creased to make up the deficit.
There also are reports the Pen-
tagon’s studies may show that
an all-volunteer force would fall
about one million men short of
estimated needs over the' next
five years.

The estimated needs are for
“ land, ses and air forces totalling|
between 2.6 million and 2.7 mil-
lion men. Doubts mow have|
arisen that a force of more
than 1.5 million to 1.75 million
could be maintained without
the draft.

Only the Army drafts men

now. But conscription is a maj-

or factor influencing enlistments
and volunteers for officer pro-
grams in all the services and in
the armed forces reserves.

As a result of the enlistment
decline, the Army has had to
double its March draft call. It
is requesting 7000 men. I
April it will draft 13,700 men.

As part of last year’s historic
tax cut, the Internal Revenue
Service (IRS) lowered the with-
holding rate from 18 to 14 per!
cent. The lower rate plus the
cut in taxes gave Americans
more money to spend during
the year.

In “a response to inquiries,"
the Treasury Department said
bigger tax bills shouldn’t be
blamed completely on the with-
holding rate. It added that not
everyone will owe the treasury
this year.
Lower Refunds

“The fact is that since’ two!
out of three taxpayers receive
refunds, much of the reduction
in  withholding attributable to

in- withholding attributable to
the 1964 act has a much small-
er effect on the average tax-
payer—whether he has a tax
payment or a. refund due—than
popularly supposed.

“For instance, in 1964, for a
single person earning
