Dodd. a close friend of Presi-
dent Johnson, sharply criticized|
proposals for U.S. withdrawall
from Viet Nam in a 30 - page|
speech prepared for Sena(e de-|
livery. It seemed certain.to fire
up the Senate’s Viet Nam pol-
icy debate.

Sens; Frank Church, D-Idaho,
and George S. McGovern, D-
S.D., triggered the first round
of the policy  discussion last
week when they urged consid-
eration of a aegotiated settle-
ment in Viet Nam,

Dodd labeled such prnposals
part of a ‘“new lsolalmmsm
stemming from a. “national
‘weariness with cold war bur-
dens.” He called, instead, Iur
steps to  win  the
Communist war in Viet Nam
without ‘major * escalation and
said ‘suggestions of -a pull-back|
amounted to appeasement.
