SALVAGE VALUE OF OLD ROADS

A recent report on the salvage value of old roads,
prepared from the records of the New York High-
way Department, shows the average cost per mile of
reconstruction, complete contracts—1919 to 1924 in-
clusive, to be $36,000 for first ¢lass Portland cement
concrete and for asphalt macadam for same period,
$16,000. This reconstruction which from now on
will be the most important work in New York State,
covers the rebuilding, to whatever extent is neces-
sary, of the older roads now worn out or hecome oth-
erwise 8o unfit as to make their replacement a job
large enough to be placed under contract. It is ex-
pected that a finished reconstruction contract will
leave a road in first elass condition to sustain the
traffic it will attract. The 320,000 difference in re-
construction cost measures the value of the salvage
possibilities of the previous work in connection with
the asphalt macadam types. The 1925 lettings show
about $21,000 per mile difference in such work.
