Of the 265 votes polled by the
Klamath News yesterday, the first
returns of any size to be consid-
ered significant of the attitude of
the people of Klamath Falls re-

garding the proposition favored by
many of changing the name of the
city to merely "Klumath" and
leaving the word "Fulls" off, there
remained but a 9 vote majority In
fuvor of leaving the same as It. Is.
A total of 137 votes were cast on
Klamath Newa ballots favoring no
alternation In the city's name, while
128 were convinced that a change
was to the beat interests of the city.

Nearly 100 votes were voluntar-
ily mailed Into the News office or
brought ln personally, while nearly
200 were solicited on the streets.

Of those who were canvassed by
the News It developed that a great
majority of the newcomers In the
city were favorable to changing the
name by striking off the "Falls,"
while those older residents claimed
it rnu all right as It stood.

Here were some of the arguments
presented:

"Klamath Falls has spent con-
