Perhaps the pageant committee will see fit to expend
for the good of the legion and the Boy Scouts
It would be a fine spirit, a big
alep toward giving Klamath's youth a most needed ath-
letic training, and a lasting friendship between Klamath's
most successful business men and those who fought for
permanency of American ideals.
