“Congress In 1817, howaver, did.
In onder to supply the allies and the
starving world guarantee the price
of wheat to the Amorican farmer.

“Under the guarantee the pormal
of 52,000,000 arres was expanded In
the 1818 crop to 64.000,000 acTes
and fu 1919 crop to TE.0U0,000
acres. An enormous surplus result-
ed. The British government after
the srmistice In 1918, however, very
saturally turned to the large noou-
Nlllllh;n of wheat which has been
held fa Australla and Argentina. Tn
consequence the American govern-
ment 'lpaco'mpeilwd o' buy large
amounts of wheat In order to make
its guarantees.
