A Kemlniacence of Rubinstein Half a 
Century Ago.

Dr. William Mason was a pupil of 
I.lszt's, and while studying at Weimar 
met many famous musicians. Including 
Rubinatein. In the Century be tells of 
bls first meeting with the “young 
Beethoven," as Liszt called him.

Liszt sometime* left Weimar for a 
few day* In ord^r to be present at or 
conduct music festivals. On one of 
these occasion*, early In June, 1K54, I 
remained alone at borne on account of 
slight illness. As Kllndworth bad gone 
to London for concert-playing and 
piano-forte teaching, I had moved Into 
a suite of rooms in the Hotel zum 
Erbprinzen. As a matter of inteTewt 
to pianists I here note the fact that 
these Identical rooms bad l>een occu­
pied by Hummel several years pre­
viously.

On the afternoon of the day on 
Liszt left with bl* cortege the 
waiter came to me, saying that a 
man who had just arrived was
cafe inquiring for Liszt and seemed 
disappointed on learning of bls ale 
sence. "I told him,” said the waiter, 
“that you were the only one of the fam­
ily here. Will you see him?" 1 assented, 
and in a few moment* be ushered in a 
young man about 24 years of age, of 
strong features and with a great shock 
of dark hair, w ho introduced himself 
a* Anton Rubinstein. I explained to 
him that Liszt had gone away for three 
or four days to conduct a festival, and 
that I could not say precisely when he 
would return; but in the meantime, If 
I could make him feel at home, I should 
lie very glnd.

After *ome conversation lie asked tne 
to play. I remember very well how he 
looked silting on the sofa, and the posi­
tion of the piano In the room. I played, 
but he did not. I had a suspicion that 
he was Inveigling me without nny In­
tention of allowing me to take hl* 
measure. He sat there In a grufT Rus­
sian way. like a liear, and perhaps my 
Imagination helped to produce this Im­
pression.

Rubinstein was already quite well 
known a* a child prodigy, but of course 
not uearlv so fumous a* be afterward

Yet th«* bed In which he 
hail lain and the sheets and blankets 
on It had been purchased expressly for 
this very purpus«* and bad never before 
beeu us«*d.

“This may seem to be a very simple 
thing to do,” be contends, "but often 
the simplest things are the most effec­
tive. If the teachers of this country 
should, within the next month, receive 
thousands of notes from parents to the 
efTect pointed out, which they could-- 
aud 1 can speak for hundreds of teach­
ers when I say that they would gladly 
do so—baud to the beads of their 
schools, it would practically mean a 
readjustment of the entire system of 
study. This may lie better understood 
when It is realized that the entire sys­
tem of study during school hours in 
many of the schools is so arranged a* 
to allow tor some of tbe work to be 
done by tbe pupils at home.
