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C€OUNTY HIGH SCHOOL.

The National Educational Associa-
fion a few jears ago at its Denver
meeting appudnted a committee to
fuke wnder eonsideration the high
school work of the country, the ob-
jective aim of the high school
ter, grading, the office of high
schoul as 3 fettsr i the educational
system of a state, ete.

The committee made a full and
comprehensive study of the work
assigned and reporfed to the associa-
ticn during » subseraent meeting at
San Francisco.

It is evident that the committee
took under advisement not alone the
high school as a cormesting  link be-
tween the common school and the
aniversity, but eomsidered its possible
and probable relation to the great
majority of the youth of the land
who wounld never attend a university.
It is an unanswerable fact that very
few of the students of our public
gchools ever go beyomd the 12th
grade. It isdue partly to lack of
means and mostly to the desire for
training along special lines. The
committee recognized that nearly all
pupils in our high schools entered
business life, or followed the occupa-
tion of teaclring. The report deals
witly the above mentioned points, in
4 quite lemgthy review. They rec-
eommended that the work in bigh
school eourses should be so arranged
shat pupils can prepare for college,
recelve a thorough business training,
or it for teaching. ‘The association
digetamed, with Interest, the report
of the committee and adopted it
without amendment.
