SEEINO TME FAIR-

Two Klamath County Boys who are 
Seeing the Sights at the St. 

Louis Exposition.

One of the most important problems 
of tbe day to tbe people of thia commu­
nity is that of adequate and reasonably 
expeditious transportation of both pas­
senger, and freight. We are reliably 
a>i vised that at thia time there is a Kail- 
r<iad known as the “Weed Road” now 
built and in operation to a point distant 
from Lower Klamath Lake not more 
than 29 miles with a level country in­
tervening, over w hich a good hard clay 
road, suitable for autoanobileing. or 
heavy fMghting can be made practica­
ble during the entire year, hence, if our 
people are desirous of being brought into 
communication with the outside world 
they now have the opportunity so long 
wished for. A well equipped Bteamboat 
plying on the Lake Ewauna and Lower 
JCIamath, capable of carrying Loth pas­
sengers and freight would enable persons 
leaving here in the morning to reach 
Ran Fnmctoeu • the Mowing morning 
Without stop or inconvenience; and 
without the burden of a heavy BONUS. 
Buch a boat could be constructed or 
placed on the lake at an expense not 
exceeding $10.000, which besides afford­
ing speedy and comfortable passenger 
transportation would enable us to get 
freight at a reduced rate and in less 
time. Of course th is line would connect 
us with Han Francisco direct, but as our 
commercial relations are already with- 
that oity-it would make no radical 
change in that particular, and should 
Portland at any time desire a portion of 
our trade it would then devolve on that 
city to provide us equal transportation 
facilities. It's an old adage that “Pro­
vidence helps those who help them­
selves,” this being a truism, there is 
act a particle of sentiment in the con­
sideration, it is simply a matter of buei- 
nees, If our merchants can save 10 cents 
per hundred pounds on freight, the con­
sumer gets the benefit of it, this amount 
on two hundred thousand pounds per 
month would soon repay tbe entire cost 
of the necessary outlay for boats, be­
sides the saving of time in travel allow­
ing at least one day each way, would in 
the course of s single year repay all the 
additional expense of boats and auto 
mobiles, say nothing of the added com­
fort to the traveling public, it must of 
aeceeeity greatly increase the travel to 
Mr town and county.
