Tbe Indian* made tool* from 
hide, born* and bone* of the buffalo 
Tbe bide of tbe bull* wa* tanned and 
t'sed for lodge cover*. Dried In the 
*un after the hair was removed, tbe 
hide became almost a* hard a« flint, 
and wa« used for moccasin 
belt*. laild on the ground, 
hide kept out the dampne«« 
ed a fairly good I,«! Raw 
cut Into strand* and 
rope*.
Lettie* and also Into canoe*, 
shields, which were impervious to ar­
row* or lance*, were made from the 
thick hide of the neck of the buffalo.
