In answer to questions by 
elimini Sanderson of the Third 
City Attorney C. F.
that it was his opinion that the fran­
chise for th«' Klamath Falls Light A- 
Water Company had expired some 
two or three years ago and that th«

a franchise. It was his Interpreta­
tion of the leading of the. franchise 
that It was only for a term of ten 
years from th«* time of the completion 
and acceptance of th«* plant by th«* 
city.
