Supplement)!-« the work of the late 
H. T. Ricketts In th study of the 
fever tick in the Rocky Mountain re­
gions, the bureau of entomology has 
recently completed a study of this in­
sect with the view of eventually erad- 
icat’ng it and the disens« ft produces 
from the Rocky Mountain region.

This work is described in a recent 
bul’etin. Rocky Mountain spotted 
fever has attained its greatest viru- 

In the lBtter Root Valley In 
huuuini and tn crtaln parts of Ida­
ho, although the tick is distributed 
over much of the Rocky Mountain re­
gion as far south as New Mexico. The 
mortality from this disease in Mon­
tana has been as high as 70 per cent, 
and. taking into consideration the 
whole area over which spotted fever 
io more or less prevalent, it Is estimat­
ed that there are 750 cases each year 
with probably 75 deaths. It was de­
termined from th* investigations in 
the Ritter Root Valley that the tick is 
practically restricted as far as the 
adult stage is concerned, to the larger 
domestic animals, chiefly cattle and 
horses. This discov rv, which was 
made originally by Dr. Rickets and 
which has been more firmly establish­
ed by the recent work of the bureau 
Of entomology. Is the kejr to the plan 
of control that Is recommended in the 
bulletin.

It Is In the adult stage of the insect 
that It attaches Itself to these domes­
tic animals, which results in bringing 
it in proximity to human beings. Its 
eradication involves the dipping or 
hand treatment of the cattle and the 
hors s in the Bitter Root Valley of 
Montana for several months in the 
spring. It is estimated that this plan 
will result In practically abolishing 
the fever tick, and thus in the elimi­
nation of spotted fever, and that the 
total cost of this work for three years 
in Montana would be less than »25,-
