In 
this event Ray Picket was flrst, Pete 
McClure second and Jess Johnson 
third.

In the bulldogging stunt Wolf Ver­
dugo was unsuccessful, but Art Acord 
threw the steer three times, and the 
third time held it with bis teeth, his 
hands in the air, while the photog­
rapher took a picture.

CAR RUNS OVER NAN ON BICYCLE
FRANK WHA4ON, EMPLOYE. OK 

ROBERTS A HANKS, HAS A 
MIRACULOUS ESCAPE FROM 
DEATH—BADLY INJURED

Frank Wilson was badly injured 
by being run over by an automobile 
about 1 o'clock Sunday afternoon. 
The accident occurred on Sixth street, 
oppsite the Mills addition store. Wil­
son was returning to town on his 
bicycle and was riding on the right 
side of the street.

The story as told by those who wit­
nessed the accident is to the effect 
that three automobiles were on tbeic 
way to the Rodeo grounds. L. M 
Bradford was ahead, and running 
about fifteen miles an hour. Just be­
hind him was the Brush delivery car 
of the bakery, with E. B. Henry’s car 
close behind. It is stated that the 
last two cars attempted to pass Brad­
ford, which made three cars nearly 
abreast.

Wilson passed the Bradford car 
just as the bakery car turned out to 
pass. He got out of the way of this 
just as the Henry car came up. which 
knocked him down and run over him. 
He was on the proper side of the road, 
and could not have gotten out of the 
way without running into the ditch. 
There is a double track at this point 
which was used by the cars going and 
coming from the Rodeo grounds.

Wilsons wheel was smashed to 
pieces, and he was rolled underneath 
the engine and pans and dragged 
about twenty feet. The wheels of the 
car did not run over him. but the 
whole weight of the car rested on him 
and kept rolling him over until the 
car was stopped. When taken from 
under the car it was believed that he 
had been killed. Dr. Wright was 
called on the phone to meet them in 
town, and Wilson was placed in the 
Henry car and brought to the resi­
dence of C. I. Roberts, where he 
rooms. When picked up the heels of 
both of bis shoes had been torn off 
and his trousers and clothes chewed 
to pieces.

Dr. Wright has been in attendance, 
and it is not believed that any bones 
were broken, but his escape from 
death seems a miracle. His body is 
black and blue all over, and he seems 
to be worse injured about the back. 
It was necessary to take several 
stitches in one of his ankles, which 
was badly cut. It will be several 
weeks before he is able to be out.
