Till GOAT INDI STRI

Hundreds of Inquiries regarding 
the possibilities ill the United Htutes 
of u great goat Industry are now 
reaching the department of com­
merce ami labor These Inquirios 
are th« result of a recent statement 
by the bureau of statistics of that 
department, that (250,000,000 had 
been »»nt out of th« country In the 
Inst decade to purchase goat skins 
tor use lu this country, und that the 
■ ommcr-lnl value of th« f>00,000,000 
million gouts wlilcp these skins rep- 
r* «ented would, had they he«n grown 
in the United State». have approxi­
mated 11,000.000,000. These Sug­
gestion», coupled with th« further 
fact that goats of the class supplying 
the skins In question could be grown 
ii|s>n semi arid and semi mountainous 
land In the I'tilted Htates now prac­
tically unutilized, have added to the 
Interest Indicated by the Inquiries 
now being made

The statement of the bureau of 
atatlstlcs as to the number and value 
of gont skins now being imported, 
was coupled with extracts from n 
statement by the United States consul 
Canada nt Vera Crux. Mexico, orig­

inally published by the bureau of 
manufacturers of the department of 
commerce und labor, In this report 
Consul Canada says

“tlonts are raised In every slat« of 
t be republic of Mexico r • • Tile
industry Is largely confined to the 
untral table lands. • • • th* urr
the animals thrive everywhere, and 
<un be raised ut a good profit over a 
wider range of territory than that on 
which cattle may be successfully 
raised ♦ • • The dry plains of
Nuevo Leon, with scant growth of 
blush, are able to support large flock» 
<>t goats, though these name plains 
will not produce corn, rain or grans 
unless water In supplied for Irriga­
tion. • • • The extent of terri­
tory which could be given to the 
mining of goats without In any way 
Interfering with agriculture, Is very 
large. Veru Crux has lens of thou­
sands of acres of land so atenp and 
rugged thut It cannot be farmed pro­
fitably, but these rugged mountnln 
sides furnlnh Ideal feeding grounds 
for gonts. • • • The value of the
gont depends upon three things, meat, 
tallow and the skin. • • • The
matter of fresh meat In the farming 
districts of the hot country Is greatlv 
simplified by the breeding of goats. 
In mall. Isolated communities It Is 
risky to slaughter an ox or cow. as 
the flesh I» liable to spoil before It Is 
consumed. The small carcass If a 
gont niiikes It entirely practicable to 
kill frequentlv without rink of loan 
In the state of Tobasco the Inhab-
Bants are never nt a loss for fresh 
meat on plantations where goats arc 
raised, and where formerly meat wa« 
almost unknown. • • • The flesh
alone would make It n profltnhle In 
dustry, for the caret,as of an anlninl 
will bring from (1 to (150. Fats ot 
all kinds are high priced in all parts 
of the country. • • • At two
years n fnt goat will yield six to ten 
pounda of clear tallow, which will be 
worth from 75c to (1.50. • • • •
The most valunble part of the goat 
Is the skin, worth (1.25 to (1.50, and 
the constant trend of prices Is up­
ward." (These figures of values are 
I resumably In Mexican currency, in 
which fhe dollar la equivalent to 
about hnlf a dollar In United Stntes 
currency..

The consul sdds that the Increase 
In the number of goats is very rapid, 
since they begin breeding from six to 
eight months of age. and breed twice 
a year, bringing forth two, nnd not 
Infrequently three kids at each breed­
ing season. A single shepherd. It is 
said, will look after at lenst 1,000 
gonts. He adds: "A careful invest­
ment of (1,000 well looked nfter enn 
certainly be counted upon to double 
Itself Inside of two years nnd a hnH. 
and to give nt lenst 50 per cent per 
annum from the end of the second 
year.”

WASHINGTON. D. C„ June 8.— 
With the date ot the Bal'lmore con­
vention drawing near, members of 
congress in both houses are begin­
ning to discuss the “availability" of 
candidates for the democratic nomi­
nation. The shifting sentiment in 
the republican ranks which makes It 
impossible to predict the winner of 
the Chicago convention Is causing 
leading democratic members of the 
house and senate to consider seriously 
who among the men running for Yhe 
democratic nomination would prove 
strongest against the republican nom­
inee, whoever he may be. Particu­
larly is this question interesting the 
members from pivotal states—states 
that It will be necessary for the de­
mocracy to carry if victory is to come 
Il November. There seems to be no 
dissenting voice among the leading 
democrats in the bouse who represent 
the so-called doubtful states that 
Speaker Clark would be by far the 
strongest candidate. It is pointed 
out that the present strong position 
of the democratic party is due solely 
to the splendid record of the demo­
crats in the sixty-first congress and 
their record since they became a ma­
jority. The consensus of opinion is 
that to Speaker Clark more than to 
any other democrat is due the suc­
cess of the party in the congressional 
campaign of 1910. and it is further 
emphasized that he. more than any­
one elne has harmonized and held to­
gether the once discordant democracy 
until now it is united and victorious. 
If the democrats are to elect a presi­
dent of the United States, It must be 
upon the record of the democratic 
house, leading democrats from these 
"pivotal” states assert, and the rec­
ord of the democratic house is the 
record of Champ Clark.
