Science has borne within it a great 
truth, a great force, and society has 
tesponded by honoring science. On 
the other hand, the common school, 
which should have long ago received 
the attention of modern science has 
don«« notiiing for normal life, and 
«on equently society does not honor 
the teacher nor give close attention to 
the preparation of teachers.

"It was through the deficient and 
abnormal children that I first learned 
my great lessons about the teaching 
of childhood. I taught my poor un- 
fortunate little ones, and found that 
liberty, opportunities for spontaneous 
activity and freedom from the re­
straint of Ignorant elders were work­
ing wonders. My deficient children 

i were advancing along the road to 
, knowledge faster than the normal 
¡children in the ordinary schools. Why 
not set free the normal by the same 
methods? I thought.

"Since then I have studied the nor­
mal child with results which have 
surprised ne. I took simple means. 
I offere«! stimuli from the outside ma­
teria Ito quicken their selection of 
things which they studied of their 
own violition, and soon discovered 
that the child, left alone and untram- 
rneled upon by the limiting surround­
ings and the modern paraphernalia of 
public schools, would soon teach him­
self to do things which he would not 
learn in four time the number of 
weeks in the ordinary school.

"Our scientists have never had the 
attitude of humidity toward the nor­
mal child which they have displayed 
toward the smallest germs on their 
microscopic slides. The greatest doc­

tor goes humbly to the bedside of the 
sick child, but not to the side of its 

’ normal brother. This is why we have 
not succeeded in penetrating scien­
tifically into the knowledge of the 
normal man. Christ, when he taught 
the science of life, the way of life, 
taught humility as its first principal, 

]and said, ‘He who would be master of 
all must be servant of all, and he 
who would

“It was thus that I tried to ap­
proach the task which I had set for 
myself. I found

• public schools often pour a flood of
words presenting various phases of 
the subject on the confused pupil. It 
was my belief that, with simplicity, 
children would learn th© same things 
more clearly and with less effort and 

¡less loss. It w-as my intention to an­
alyze in order that the child might 
receive his preceptions clearly and 
concisely.

“My attitude was to be that of a 
scientist, 
them. I
sicentist w-ho desires to come upon 
the spontaneous manifestations of life 
and to assign to them their proper 
value.

"So in the children’s houses th© 
teacher serves and waits upon life. 
“ And so the time came, with my­
self, w-hen I arrived at th© point 
where I lost all desire to carry on 
scientific research or to compile the 
reports of my experiments. It was 
as if I had found a secret garden, a 
palace of peace, in which I only want- 
e dto livefwith these children and to 
enjoy their development.

"Scientific language became revolt­
ing to me. It seemed inadequate 
when I wished to describe the mani­
festations which were taking place 
about me. I wished to speak of it in 

. terms of religion.”

For the benefit of those who may 
be in doubt as to my stand relative to 
tho construction of the new court 
house, I wish to say that I am not 
now, nor have I ever been in favor of 
losing one cent of the money that has 
been spent for court house construc­
tion. Nor have I ever at any time 
favored a policy that would lose any 
part of this money to Klamath

"Several tax payers were 
the Honorable County Court 
2fith inst., for the purpose 
cussing the budget,
tax payers, said among other things 
that I believed the budget to be out 
of proportion to the income of the 
county, and that I believed that we 
should keep our taxes within our 
ability to pay. I said, if necessary, I 
would be in favor of dispensing with 
the court house levy. I might have 
spoken to several of those who were 
present at the time, including County 
Commissioner John Hagelstein, and 
none understood me to be opposed to 
the construction of the new court 
house as planned.

"I said there is a money stringency 
at present, and that it should be tak­
en into consideration in making the 
tax levy.

"I am now, and always have been, 
in favor of public improvements, but 
I believe that we should make them 
as we are able to pay for them. Pub­
lic business should be as carefully 
managed as private business.

WASHINGTON, D. C., Dec. 27.— 
A new herd of bison has just been 
established by the agricultural de­
partment. There are now five herds 
under government supervision, total­
ing a few more than 330 animals. 
The new herd was produced by the 
Society for the Preservation of the 
American Bison from the Bronx Park 
herd in New Y'ork city, and was ship­
ped to Wind Cave National Park in 
South Dakota.

This latest acquisition includes 15 
animals, the youngest being 2 years 
old. Forty acres of the park have 
■been fenced for a pasture. The size 
will be greatly increased next spring. 
Hay will be provided for the herd 
during the winter, as the grass on 
the forty acre space will very soon 
be eaten off. Contracts will soon be 
let for fencing 4,000 acres of the 
10,000 comprising this national res- 
eravtion, and the herd turned lv s© 
in it next spring, after which they 
will forage for their own food alto­
gether.

Latest figures furnished the United 
Press place the number of bison in 
the United States and Canada at 
more than 2,000. A few years ago 
less than 100 were known to exist in 
the world. One government herd, 
started in 1909 with thirty-seven ani­
mals, has increased to ninety-six.

The bison herds owned by the gov­
ernment are now distributed in Wind 
Cave National Park, Niobrara Nation­
al Park. Nebraska. Montana National 
Park and Wichita forest reserve in 
Kansas and Oklahoma.

The largest herd owned by the gov­
ernment is th© Yellowstone Park 
herd. The last reports of the war- 
due showed 143 fenced animals and 
forty-nine wild ones. Dr. Henry W. 
Henshaw, chief of the biological sur­
vey. believes the abnormal increase 
of the fenced animals is because the 
tamer animals steal the calves of the 
wild animals.

It was not until 'told the United Press of her aims and 
ambitions of the fundamental phases

“No system of education can be 
told in a few words or in a few hun- 
dred words,” said Dr. Montessori. “I 
have told of my method in mv books, 
ami yet I find that tho same thing 
must be told over and over again in 
different words to fit different cases 
with which I have to deal. I might 
say that my method is one which 
leads the child to teach itself. The 
teacher is not a teacher—merely a 

¡director of the activities of the child’s 
'mind, body and general temperament 
so as to bring out the things which 

¡are naturally within the child, but 
not brought out by the average sys­
tem of education.

“Liberty of the child is another 
very fundamental thing. In my school 
the little ones are free to pursue their 
own best natural inclinations. The 
fostering of spontaneity in the child 
is another great factor which must be 
reckoned with.

"The normal child who grows to be 
the normal man or woman is the in­
dividual who in this world has had 
the least attention. Science has don© wish they were in the latter class.
