Physical Therapy: The latest addition to Providence-Vernonia 
service is the addition of a Physical Therapy Department. The 
program is now up and running, under the direction of Garry 
Tranby, P.T., manager of St. Vincent’s Physical Therapy and 
Rehab Department. Kristine Samuelson, P.T., will be at the 
Vernonia clinic two afternoons each week. She is trained to treat 
orthopedic and musculoskeletal dysfunction, and has special 
skills and training in obstetrics-physical exercises and therapy to 
relieve back pain and other problems related to pregnancy; treat­
ment for jaw pain and dysfunction, and for therapy to relieve 
symptoms of arthritis. Patients must be referred to this service by 
their physician.

“We want to stress 
that the Physical 
Therapy Department 
will be open to ALL 
patients, not just ones 
who are already 
Providence-Vernonia 
patients,” said Dr.
Mark Livingston.
Patients of orthopedic 
specialists or other 
caregivers outside the 
community can ask 
for referral to the 
Vernonia Clinic for fol­
low-up treatment.
