Two-di-
mensional works are not to ex-
ceed 28x36 inches framed,
and three dimensional works

may not exceed 50 pounds.
The work must be original and
completed within the last three
years. Art must be wired and
framed.

oversees the art program, re-
ceives a 20 percent commis-
sion on all works sold during
the show.
