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» Barbecues are allowed,
but briquets must be thorough-
ly extinguished with water.
They can appear to be out,

then flare up with a small —
breeze.

» Trash and debris burning
are not allowed regardless of
whether the burning is done in
the open or in a burn barrel.

e Qutdoor fires are not al-
lowed in any forested area.

* Some areas in and around
Vernonia are, or will be, posted
prohibiting smoking and ATVs.

« Tall grass and weeds that
contribute to fire danger are a
violation of City of Vernonia
safety ordinances. It is best to
- cut them before they dry

enough to create a problem.
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maintain a safe area may be
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
