Pregnancy Prevention Team 
(TPPT) has been awarded an 
AmeriCorps Member position 
for the 2000-2001 year, and is 
looking for applicants for the 
position.

Whoever is selected for this 
position will be required to 
commit one year of full time 
service in pregnancy preven­
tion projects in Columbia 
County. In return, they will re­
ceive a living allowance of 
$750 per month, and an educa­
tional award of $4,725, after 
one year's service, which can 
be used to pay off student 
loans or for future college or 
vocational school expenses.

The Federal program sup­
ports 10,000 AmeriCorps mem­
bers throughout the country.

“This is a great way for 
someone who is interested in 
the social sciences to get their 
feet wet, make contacts and 
work off some education 
loans,” said Pam Powell, 
health educator with Columbia 
County Public Health. “Some 
AmeriCorps members move 
into full time jobs when their 
year of service ends.”

The AmeriCorps member 
will work with the S.T.A.R.S ab­
stinence mentoring program 
through Public Health, and will 
also work with other pregnancy 
prevention and self-esteem 
building programs throughout
