The database includes content
as far back as 1998 and pro-
vides easy access to detailed
information about initiatives
filed for the 2002 general elec-
tion.

During the 2000 initiative cy-
cle, chief petitioners filed 166
initiative petitions with the Elec-
tions Division. Already, thirteen
initiative petitions have been
filed for 2002.

Information for the 2002
election cycle is particularly de-
tailed and is laid out to indicate
the status of each initiative pe-
tition. The database provides
important dates, chief petition-

er contact information, the
complete text of the initiative,
the draft ballot title and any

comments, the certified ballot
titte and any Supreme Court
opinions regarding the ballot ti-
tle.

The database can be
searched in several ways.
