niversary of her family’s arrival 
in Vernonia.

Myra brought considerable 
baggage to Vernonia, including 
six children from her marriage 
to Frank Dinger in Grano, 
North Dakota, and two children 
from her second marriage to 
Earl Baska, in 1948 in Mohall, 
North Dakota. Six of her chil­
dren live in Oregon, four of 
them in Vernonia.

Myra’s parents homestead­
ed in Donnybrook, North Dako­
ta, in the late 19th century, rais­
ing the family on a farm. Myra 
had 15 siblings, 6 boys and 9 
girls, 12 of whom survive.
