consular services to Americans

4219. This includes services to 
Americans provided at U.S.

The application fee for first­
time adult customers will in­
crease from $60 to $85. The 
fee for minors under age 16 will 
increase from $40 to $70. The 
adult renewal application fee 
will increase from $40 to $55. 
The additional cost for expedit­
ed service will increase from 
$35 to $60.
